Administration
· Develop the strategy for building a national contending table tennis team
· Create the processes and procedures for the Table Tennis Handbook
· Order the necessary table tennis equipment
· Prepare the USATT tournament competition schedule
· Manage assigned Work and Learn students

· Propose competitive schedule for university approval
· Obtain university approval for competitive schedule
· Transport student-athletes to away competitions
· Chaperone student-athletes on off-campus events
· Reserve transportation and lodging for away competition
· Submit entry forms and payment for each player to tournament directors
· Coach and videotape players for reflection and improvement opportunities
